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reasonably foreseeable future phases, and related projects. These deficiencies
make it reasonably foreseeable that any amendments to the PEA will raise
additional issues that may cause additional parties to seek to participate in the
proceeding or for parties to wish to amend their protests.

New deadlines cannot be reasonably set until Nevada Hydro responds to
Staff with revisions to the PEA.

IT IS RULED that:

1. The Nevada Hydro Company’s (Nevada Hydro) filed Proponent’s
Environmental Assessment (PEA) was deemed incomplete, for the reasons set
forth in the deficiency review notice dated March 6, 2008.

2. New deadlines for protests and revisions of protests will be set once
Nevada Hydro submits its revisions to the PEA to the Commission’s Energy
Division staff and the service list of this proceeding.
